‘The srfoder encyclopedia was developed from the dictionary in the 18th century. Historically, both encyclopedias and dictionaries have been researched and
fiten by well-educated, well-informed content experts, but they are significantly different in structure. A dictionary is a linguistic work which primarily focuses
on alphabetical listing of words and their definitions. Synonymous words and those related by the subject matter are to be found scattered around the
dictionary, giving no obvious place for in-depth treatment. Thus,  dictionary typically provides limited information, analysis or background for the word
defined. While it may offer a definition, it may leave the reader lacking in understanding the meaning, significance or limitations of a term, and how the term
relates to a broader field of knowledge. An encyclopedia is, allegedly, not written in order to convince, although one of its goals is indeed to convince its
reader about its own veracity. In the terms of Aristotle's Modes of persuasion, a dictionary should persuade the reader through logos (conveying only
appropriate emotions); it will be expected to have a lack of pathos (it should not st up irrelevant emotions), and to have litle ethos except that of the
dictionary itseff
To address those needs, an encyclopedia article is typically non linguistic, and covers not a word, but a subject or discipline. As well as defining and listing
synonymous terms for the topic, the article is able to treat it in more depth and convey the most relevant accumulated knowledge on that subject. An
encyclopedia article also often includes many maps and illustrations, as well as bibliography and statistics.
Four major elements define an encyclopedia: ts subject matter, its scope, its method of organization, and its method of production:
« Encyclopedias can be general, containing articles on topics in every field (the English-language Encyclopadia Britannica and German Brockhaus are

well-known examples). General encyclopedias often contain guides on how to do a variety of things, as well as embedded dictionaries and

gazetteers [¢tation needed] There are also encyclopedias that cover a wide variety of topics but from a particular cultural, ethnic, or national perspective,

such as the Great Soviet Encyclopedia or Encyclopaedia Judaica.
